Systems Management Office (SMO) Director’s Meeting Minutes

The SMO Directors met March 13-14, 2001, at the Kennedy Space Center.  Enclosure 1 is list of actions from the meeting.  Enclosure 2 is the agenda for the two days. Enclosure 3 is a list of attendees.  Oscar Toledo, KSC SMO Director, provided open remarks and logistical information and Keith Hudkins, Deputy Chief Engineer, reviewed the agenda for the two-day quarterly meeting.  Electronic versions of all presentations and the list of actions have been distributed.  For detail information, refer to the distributed presentations.     

NASA Advisory Council Red Team Report:

Day one started with a review of the NASA Advisory Council’s Report on Red Team Review Processes.  The previous SMO Director’s Meeting held on November 14-15, 2000, at NASA Headquarters featured a joint NASA Advisory Council (NAC)-SMO meeting on independent reviews and Red Teams.  The NAC submitted a report of their “Findings and Recommendations” on Red Team processes to the NASA Administrator.  The Office of the Chief Engineer has been tasked to provide a response to the NAC report.  Mr. Erik Denson, Code AE, facilitated a discussion and review of the NAC report with the SMO Directors.  Comments from the SMO Directors were implemented into “NASA’s Responses” to the NAC’s findings and recommendations and redistributed for more comments.  The final response will be distributed to the Administrator, NAC, Enterprises and the SMO Directors. The response to the report will also be presented to the NASA Advisory Council in June, 2001.            

GSFC 13 Specific Items for Red Team Reviews:

Continuing with the review process theme, Richard Day, GSFC SMO Director, presented a list “13 Specific Areas” that GSFC Red Teams address during their reviews.  The list provides scope and guidance for the Red Team activities at GSFC.  This list was identified as a “Best Practice” by the NAC.

SMO Director Presentations: 

The remainder of day one featured presentations by the SMO Directors from each center & the Independent Program Assessment Office (IPAO).  The list of presenters included: Richard Day (Goddard Space Flight Center), Oscar Toledo (Kennedy Space Center), Norm Hayes representing William O’Neil (Jet Propulsion Laboratory), John Whiteley, (Johnson Space Center), Olga D. Gonzalez-Sanabria (Glenn Research Center), Ron Johnson (Ames Research Center), Albert Motley (Langley Research Center) and Steve Cavanaugh (Langley Research Center- IPAO).  Each of the SMO Directors presented on the top five “brainstorming” issues identified during the previous meeting.  This list included the following topics:

· Strategy for SMO future

· Minimum set of tools and budget for SMO

· Center training systems – program/project management & systems engineering 

· SMO/IPAO interrelationship

· Check list/data request for reviews     

Assessment of “Ongoing Projects”, Implications of NIAT Actions:

Day two began with a presentation by Brian Keegan, Chief Engineer, on the assessment of current projects and the implications of the NIAT Report actions. The identified projects will be assessed against the following NIAT Actions: 

· NIAT-7 (Risk Identification, Assessment, and Management)
· NIAT-8 (Safety and Mission Assurance)

· NIAT-10 (Integrated Review Process)

· NIAT-11 (Ensuring Adequate Resources)

· NIAT-13 (Surveillance)

· NIAT-14 (Verification and Validation)

· NIAT-15 (Management Responsibility and Accountability)
The assessments must be conducted at the individual project level.  Projects to be assessed are those currently in the implementation phase developing or operating flight systems or supporting ground systems.  The specific list of projects to be assessed will be defined by Enterprises in conjunction with Field Centers and concurred on by the Chief Engineer.  The Enterprises and Field Centers will define the sequence and timeframe for completion of assessments (timely completion is important but because of variation in the number of projects at each Field Center, specific completion dates cannot be mandated).  The schedule for completion of the assessment for each project must be finalized by April 13th. 
Agency Wide Process for Lessons Learned:
Alan Gallo, SMO-GSFC, presented on processes for “Lessons Learned”.   As indicated in the NIAT Report, the agency has a need to improve communication at all levels.  Failures in communication are an endemic problem that constantly threatens large, complex organizations like NASA.  NASA needs to focus on the improvement of organizational communications and the capture and management of knowledge and to make critical information readily available.  The presentation addressed the Lessons Learned Information System (LLIS) at GSFC under the Systems Management Office.  Planned enhancements for the LLIS include 
a more interactive system, a streamlined process, improved search capability and workflow & status tracking. 
Engineering Excellence:  

Orlando Figueroa, Deputy Chief Engineer, Systems Engineering presented the status of the Engineering Excellence Activities via telecom form NASA Headquarters.  Topics of the presentation included the vision and mission, framework and the near term milestones for Systems Engineering.  Also presented were the progress, plans and near term milestones for Software Engineering.   

GSFC Integrated Review Process:

Returning to the review process theme, Richard Day, GSFC SMO Director, presented on the “Integrated Independent Review Process” at GSFC.  The objective is to have a single review process to maximize value to the Agency and reduce the burden on project teams.  The process will 
combine all HQ and GSFC review objectives into a single Integrated Independent Review (IIR) Process.  The process will provide 
full insight and full participation by all parties (1 set of reviews, 1 review team, all review requirements satisfied).

Next Best Practices:

Keith Hudkins facilitated a discussion, which was a follow on from the “Brainstorming” session that took place during the last meeting in November.  The previous list was reviewed and other topics were added for discussion during the next SMO Quarterly Meeting in June 2001.  The list included: 

· Stoplight info format and Criteria

•Cost format

•Schedule format

•SMO reporting to Center Directors on assessments of prog/proj. 

· Cost estimation approach by SMO

· CPMC Charter, membership, operating, procedures, LC PMC, GPMC, outcome

· Review process (including checklists)

Other topics that were added to the June 2001 meeting agenda included:

· Stoplight Definitions (Olga)

· Career Path for Prog/Proj Management (Leland Dutro / AE) 
· Metrics – P/P (MTC – Keith)
· JPL Project Management Training Course
· LaRC Mentoring activities/in-tact training (Al Motley).
· Project Management Development Process (PMDP) Status    

Other Agenda Items:

Other items on the agenda that were not discussed included: Red Team Core Processes, Enterprise Feedback on the HQ Integrated Review Process and the SMO Status briefing to the Senior Management Council.  Code AE took the action to summarize “Best Practices” from the previous meeting’s presentations.  These “Best Practices” will be developed into the “Core Review Processes”.

Summary/Actions:

Mr. Erik Denson, Code AE, summarized the actions for the two days (Enclosure 1).  The meeting was adjourned at 3:30 pm.  The next SMO Directors meeting will be June 5-7, 2001 at the Glenn Research Center.
