Norton Anti-Virus v7.0.2 Virus Definitions

Purpose


These procedures are provided for the installation of Norton Anti-Virus v7.0.2 virus tables for Macintosh via the web.  
Description

Norton Anti-Virus provides the first-line of defense against virus attacks using Auto-Protect.  Auto-Protect does the following:

· Check for viruses when you open application or insert floppy disk.

· Alerts you if a virus is detected while working on your computer.

· Monitors your Macintosh for an activity that might indicate a virus at work.

· Either eliminates viruses and restores infected files to their original state or provides you with options for repairing or deleting the infected files.

Prerequisites

· Macintosh PowerPC Processor

· Operating System 8.1 – 9.x

· Internet Connection

· Norton Anti-Virus 7.0.2

Installation Instructions
Note:  Close all open applications prior to proceeding with these instructions.

Symantec updates virus definitions at least once a month and posts them on the first of the month. You can now go to the Symantec web site to get the latest virus definitions, instead of getting them from the NASA HQ Software Library or the NASA HQ web download page.

1. Dial-in or connect to the Internet.

2. Launch Norton AntiVirus.  From the Apple menu, select Control Panels> Norton AntiVirus.

3. Click on the LiveUpdate button.

4. Click on the Customize This Update Session button.
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5. Select the NAV Virus Defs Update, click Update.
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6. When the update is complete, click Restart.
