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APPLE REMOTE ACCESS 3.0

Purpose

To provide the configuration parameters needed to support Apple Remote Access (ARA) 3.0  over PPP and Open Transport V1.1.2 on the Macintosh.

Description

ARA 3.0 is included in Macintosh OS 8.5. 

To provide an additional method of connecting to the NASA HQ servers. This version of ARA supports the Point-to-Point Protocol (PPP), the industry standard. 
Prerequisites

· Macintosh PPC or higher

· 32 MB RAM

· 2 MB of available hard disk space

· Operating System version 7.6 or higher 

· Open Transport 1.1.2 or higher

· Modem, 28.8 or higher preferred

· NASA HQ Dial-in account

Configuration Instructions

Please make sure your modem has been configured properly and is setup under the Modem Control Panel (under the Apple Menu) before configuring ARA.

(If you have FreePPP installed on your machine, you should disable it. Go to the Apple Menu, select Control Panels, then ~FreePPPMenu. Click to remove the checkmark next to Active.)

1. Under the Apple Menu, select Control Panels, then TCP/IP.

2. Under the Connect Via: drop down menu, select PPP.
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3. As shown above, enter or verify the following:

4. Close the window, and when asked to save the changes, click Save.

5. Under the Apple Menu, select Control Panels, then Remote Access.
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6. Click to select Guest, and enter the phone number for NASA HQ dial-in access.

8. Click on the Protocol tab. Use the above to set the options.

NOTE: It is recommended that the settings under the Redialing and Connection tabs be left in their default settings.

9. Click OK.

10. Close the Remote Access Control Panel window. When asked to save the changes, click Yes.

How To Dial-in Using ARA
1. Under the Apple Menu, select Remote Access Status.

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3. When the PPP Terminal window appears, enter your NASA HQ dial-in username and SecureID password.

4. Click Continue. 
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A Remote Access screen is displayed showing your current status. At this point, the NASA HQ network is available in the Chooser.

6. To disconnect, press the Disconnect button in the Remote Access window.
