How to Set Internet Explorer as your Default Browser

Under Windows 2000

Currently, all Windows 2000 workstations at NASA HQ have been set to open Netscape when an Internet browser is needed. In March 2004, however, Internet Explorer will become the default browser at NASA HQ for any new users, those getting a new machine, or those whose workstation requires a “refreshed coreload” due to irresolvable software problems/issues with machine. 

If you would like to set Internet Explorer as your default browser on your own workstation, we have provided the instructions below.  Make sure that Netscape and Internet Explorer are closed before you start this process.

PLEASE NOTE:

Please keep in mind that as of March 2004, the following NASA HQ web applications will still work only in Netscape. We are working on making them cross-browser. Until then, if you use any of these applications, we recommend that you create a Bookmark to them in Netscape. 

You should create the Bookmark before you change your default browser to Internet Explorer.

2. Click on the Programs tab.
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3. At the bottom of the window, click to place a check in the box next to Internet Explorer should check to see whether it is the default browser. Click Apply. Click OK.

4. Close and then reopen Internet Explorer.
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5. As Internet Explorer is opening, you will see the above message. Click to UNCHECK the box next to Always perform this check when starting Internet Explorer. Click Yes.
6. Close Internet Explorer.

7. Open Netscape.
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8. When asked if you want to register Navigator as your default browser,  click to place a check in the box next to Do not perform this check in the future. Then click No.

9. Close Netscape.
