RE-CONNECTING TO YOUR CODE FOLDER UNDER MAC OS 9.X

Your Code’s folder on the HQDATA1 or HQDATA2 server will be migrated to the new HQData5 server. If you have network login prompts for either your Home Folder or Code’s folder when you startup your machine, after the data has been moved to the new server, you will no longer be able to log into these folders until you reset your login settings. Therefore, click Cancel at any login prompt(s).

To re-establish your connection to your Code and Home folders after the move, please follow the steps outlined below.

REMOVING THE OBSOLETE AUTOMATIC LOGIN PROMPTS

If you have a network login prompt for your Code’s folder when you startup your machine, you will first need to delete this now obsolete prompt.

1. Drag any old Desktop aliases that point to your Home Folder or Code Folder to the Trash.

2. Double-click on Macintosh HD.

3. Double-click on System Folder.

4. Double-click on Servers.

5. Drag the <your code>•HQDATA1 alias to the Trash. (i.e., code_u•HQDATA1)

6. Close all windows.

CONNECTING TO THE NEW SERVER TO CREATE AUTOMATIC LOGIN PROMPT

If you would like a network login prompt for your Code’s folder when you startup your machine, please follow the steps below.

1. From the Apple menu, select Chooser.
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2. First select Appleshare, then find and select NHQ NHCC Zone from the list of Appletalk Zones. Next, select HQDATA5. Click OK when you’ve made all three selections.

3. Enter your password and click Connect.
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4. Click to place a check in the box next to your Code’s folder. Click OK.

5. An icon will appear on your Desktop and you will be prompted to login whenever you restart.

6. To create an alias for this folder, press and hold the Control key, click the Desktop icon, and select Make Alias.

7. To create an alias to your Home Folder at this new location, open your Code’s folder, double-click the Users folder, find the folder with your login ID.
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8. While pressing the Control key, click once on your folder and select Make Alias. Drag the alias to your Desktop and rename it Home Folder.
