DRYDEN’S TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM   -   2004

The following are some of the Transportation items worked during this FY:

· An updated GSA cross service agreement for Maintenance & Fuels for GSA vehicles was signed and put into place 2/2004

· Additional electrical outlet stations have been installed around the Dryden complex to accommodate GEM vehicles on-site.

· The Dryden Vehicle management contractor experienced some contract descoping during this period due to Center budget issues, which has affected the vehicle management program at Dryden.

· The Dryden Vehicle Management Contractor has been successful in obtaining and implementing the voyager credit card system for billing of GSA vehicles. This has been strongly recommended by GSA.

· The Dryden Transportation Officer is working on the process to obtain and use biofuels in our vehicles here at Dryden.  Due to budget restrictions our on-site gas station pumps could not be upgraded to accommodate biofuel usage.  Currently working with Air Force who recently made available vehicle pumps for biofuel usage available for GSA cars only.  Dryden currently has only 1 GSA vehicle that could use biofuel. We have approximately 10 or so NASA owned vehicles that would be eligible, but at this time cannot be accommodated.  Air Force & Dryden working this issue to come up with a solution.

Dryden Transportation Office and Environmental office is also looking at a diesel fuel called E-fuel. So we are looking at this product also and gathering information.

· Dryden completed the change out of all old vehicle and trailer plates to the new plates.                

· Dryden reduced it’s fleet by 7 vehicles. (Actual turn-ins)
