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Historic properties are evaluated for significance using NRitéria found in 36
Code of Federal Regulatio€FR) 60.4. To be listed in or considered eligible for
listing in the NRHP, a cultural resource must be at leage&fs old and meet at leas
one of the four following criteria:

Criterion A — Properties that are associated with evéatshiave made a significant
contribution to the broad patterns of our history.

Criterion B — Properties that are associated with the lofgoersons significant in our
past.

Criterion C — Properties that embody the distinctive chamatts of a type, period,
or method of construction or that represent the work of a mastirat possess high
artistic values, or that represent a significant and distihgble entity whose
components may lack individual distinction.

Criterion D — Properties that have yielded, or may be likelyield, information
important in prehistory or history.

In addition to meeting at least one of the above criteria,taraliresource must also
possess integrity of location, design, setting, materials, warginia, feeling, and
association. Integrity is defined as the authenticity obagnty’s historic identity, as
evidenced by the survival of physical characteristics it pessgdasa the past. It has th
capacity to convey information about a culture or people, historierpattor
architectural or engineering design or technology.
