SUBJECT:  NASA Real Estate Agreements

The Facilities Engineering Division at NASA Headquarters is increasingly being requested to concur on Space Act Agreements and other documents that have real estate aspects or components.  Please be advised that before we will concur on such transactions, the extent and nature of the commitment of NASA real property must be documented separately from the non-real estate aspects of the proposals, using the procedures contained in 14 CFR 1204.501-1204.504, NPD 8800.14, “Policy for Real Property Management,” and NPG 8800.15, “Real Estate Program Implementation Manual.”   

In accordance with these authorities and directives, any agreement with organizations outside of NASA that includes the use of Agency real estate should be forwarded to this office for review.  The component of the agreement involving real estate must be documented by a separate proposed lease, easement, use permit, or license, designated as such.  The real estate instrument will be executed by this office, unless it is subject to one of the delegations to the Centers contained in 14 CFR 1204.503 or 1204.504.  In that case, it may be executed by the Center, after consultation with this office. 

NASA real property management policies have always been oriented to support the full range of Agency activities.  We are looking forward to supporting the new initiatives designed to take full advantage of NASA’s research and development capabilities.
