The OIG personnel are located at NASA Headquarters and all NASA Centers.

Who May Apply: This announcement combines a merit promotion and a competitive announcement in one advertisement. Applications will be accepted from status and non-status candidates. Status candidates, including NASA term employees eligible for conversion under the NASA Flexibility Act of 2004, will be considered under merit promotion procedures. Non-status candidates will be considered under competitive procedures. 

Major Duties:
The incumbent of this position will serve as a Project Manager responsible for planning and accomplishing oversight of the Independent Public Accountant's (IPA's) audit of NASA's financial statements and audit services contract, and as required, other complex, or highly controversial audits, evaluations, and reviews financial management in accordance with professional auditing standards. Responsible for identifying relevant financial statement issues based on research of OMB and GAO guidance, congressional testimony, NASA's budgets, reports, press releases, and external reports. Identifies and recommends potential oversight activity projects based on program significance and assessed level of programmatic risk. Incumbent is responsible for conducting, controlling, and overseeing audits, evaluations, and reviews ensuring that oversight activities evaluate the adequacy of management controls and determine whether programs and operations are effectively, efficiently, and economically managed in accordance with the Generally Accepted Government Auditing Standard (Yellow Book). Represents OIG at meetings with NASA and the IPA providing timely briefings to OIG management on issues impeding oversight, evaluation, or audit progress. Prepares reports that present findings, conclusions, and recommendations from oversight activities. As Project Manager, incumbent is responsible for overseeing the work of assigned staff, distribute assignments/projects, and making sure that projects are completed accurately and in accordance with the "Yellow Book" and at a timely manner. Ensures timely, accurate entry and update of data into the Office of Audits Central Information System. 

Qualifications Required:
Applicant must have one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade, which has equipped the applicant with the particular competencies needed to successfully perform the duties of the position described above. Specialized experience includes professional knowledge of the theory, concepts, principles, techniques, and practices of accounting and auditing in accordance with the "Yellow Book", and the skill and ability to apply this knowledge to broad polices, operations, organization, functions, and systems.

The basic education requirements for this position includes a degree in accounting or a related field (such as business administration, finance, public administration) that includes 24 semester hours of accounting (may include 6 hours in business law) OR a combination of education and experience, education and training that provided professional accounting knowledge AND 24 semester hours in accounting/auditing courses or a certificate as a Certified Public Accountant or Certified Internal Auditor.

Basis of Rating:
Resumes will be rated by an automated system (Resumix) that matches the competencies extracted from the candidate's resume to the competencies identified by the Selecting Official for the position. Candidates will be evaluated on the competencies they possess that are directly related to the duties of the job, as described above. Candidates should refer to NASA's Resume Guide for assistance in developing a complete resume, as NASA will not accept separate KSA statements.

Qualified candidates will be assigned to one of three quality levels based on the degree to which their competencies meet the duties required. A human resources specialist will validate the qualifications of those candidates eligible to be referred to the selecting official. For the purpose of the Career Transition Assistance Program (CTAP) and the Interagency Career Transition Assistance Program (ICTAP), candidates rated in the top quality level are considered well-qualified. 

Other Information:
Individuals who have special priority selection rights under the Agency Career Transition Assistance Program (CTAP) or the Interagency Career Transition Assistance Program (ICTAP) must be well qualified for the position to receive consideration for special priority selection. See Basis for Rating for definition of well qualified.

Federal employees seeking CTAP/ICTAP consideration must indicate their eligibility when applying for a position. NASA's resume builder requests applicants to identify their eligibility under the Supplemental Information section. If the individual is selected for the position, they must be prepared to submit proof that they meet the requirements for CTAP/ICTAP. This includes a copy of the agency notice, a copy of their most recent Performance Rating and a copy of their most recent SF-50 noting current position, grade level, and duty location.
