	Serves as the Investigations planning and development manager and supervisory criminal investigator for the NASA OIG, providing investigative services and program review, evaluation, planning, training, and development oversight of OIG criminal and administrative investigative programs. 

Reviews criminal and administrative investigative case files to identify techniques, methods, procedures and practices needing improvement. Conducts organizational evaluations. Devises plans to identify or develop training education, or developmental assignments to improve investigator/agency performance. 

Reviews and evaluates OIG investigate policy guidance. Plans investigative program activities based upon extensive knowledge of potential area of criminal activity detected in allegations by hotline or other information. Plans and conducts the most difficult, sensitive, and complex investigations of violations of Title 18, U.S. Code, alleged fraud and violations of numerous Federal Acts affecting NASA employees or management, NASAA programs, NASA contracts, contractor employees, and criminal statues relating the falsification of contractor’s certified payrolls and fraudulent deviation from, or failure to comply with, NAA contact specifications. 

Analyzes and evaluates investigative results, organizes it in a logical presentable manner, and prepares clear, complete, and concise reports. Reviews and comments on proposed regulations, directives, and other guidance. 

Supervises and coordinates the activities of lower graded criminal and administrative investigators. Coordinates inter-regional investigations of criminal violations. 

	Qualification Requirements: 
	Applicant must have one year of specialized experience equivalent to the next lower grade, which has equipped the applicant with the particular competencies needed to successfully perform the duties of the position described above. 

Specialized experience would include experience as a tea leader conducting and/or supervising complex white collar criminal and civil investigations involving procurement fraud, bribes, product substitution, kickbacks, and electronic crimes.

No additional documentation is accepted at the time of application. In this way we allow you to focus on preparing a resume that best describes your background and abilities. Nothing further is required unless we make you an employment offer. At that point, we may ask you to submit documentation to support statements made in your resume. For example, we may ask you to provide academic transcripts or proof of Federal employment status. If you fail to provide the required documents within the stated time period, we may use that as a basis for withdrawing our employment offer. 

	What to Expect Next: 
	Candidates for NASA positions are evaluated using our automated staffing and recruitment system, NASA STARS, which compares your skills and experience as described in your resume with the requirements of the position. If you are found to be a highly qualified candidate, you will be referred to the selecting official for further consideration. (In some cases, individuals with priority for special consideration must be considered and selected before other candidates.) Whether or not you are contacted for an interview depends upon the location of the position and the judgment of the selecting official.
