Revision of 1807.103
Acquisition plan requirements for acquisitions using mandatory Government sources
PURPOSE:  To revise the NASA FAR Supplement (NFS) 1807.103, Agency-head responsibilities, so that acquisitions using any of the mandatory Government sources listed at FAR 8.002 and 8.003 are not required to have a formal written acquisition plan.
BACKGROUND:  41 U.S.C. chapter 85, as implemented at FAR subpart 8.7, requires the Government to purchase supplies or services on the Procurement List, at prices established by the Committee, from AbilityOne participating nonprofit agencies if the supplies or services are available within the period required.  Moreover, FAR 8.704 prescribes purchase priorities for ordering offices when identical supplies or services are on the Procurement List and the Schedule of Products issued by Federal Prison Industries, Inc.  Accordingly, the Office of Procurement has determined that the current requirement for procurements using the mandatory Government sources listed at FAR 8.002 and 8.003 to have formal written acquisition plans is burdensome and unnecessary, and potentially serves to de-incentivize the use of these mandatory sources.
ACQUISITIONS AFFECTED BY CHANGES:  This revised policy is applicable to all new planned acquisitions using any of the mandatory Government sources listed at FAR 8.002 and 8.003.
ACTION REQUIRED BY CONTRACTING OFFICERS:  Dissemination and compliance with the revised policy.

CLAUSE CHANGES:  None.

PARTS AFFECTED:  Part 1807.

TYPE OF RULE AND PUBLICATION DATE:  These changes do not have a significant effect beyond the internal operating procedures of NASA and do not have a significant cost or administrative impact on contractors or offerors, and therefore do not require codification in the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) or publication for public comment.

1807.103  Agency-head responsibilities.

(e)(i)  Except as provided in paragraph (e)(iii) of this section, acquisition plans shall be prepared according to the following:




(A)  For acquisitions requiring Headquarters approval, by a Procurement Strategy Meeting (PSM) (see 1807.170) ;[.]



(B)  For acquisitions not requiring Headquarters approval and expected to exceed $10 million, by installation-approved PSMs or written acquisition plans;[.]



(C)  For acquisitions not expected to exceed $10 million, in accordance with installation procedures.



(ii)  The total estimated dollar value of the acquisition shall include the values of multiple awards, all options and all phases of a phased acquisition (see NFS 1817.73).



(iii)  Acquisition plans are not required for the following acquisitions:




(A)  Architect-engineering services;[.]



(B)  Broad agency announcements (see 1835.016) or unsolicited proposals;[.]



(C)  Basic research from nonprofit organizations;[.]



(D)  Utility services available from only one source; or[.]



(E)  Industrial facilities required in support of related contracts;[.]



[(F)  Acquisitions from any of the mandatory Government sources listed at FAR 8.002 and 8.003.]


(iv)  Acquisition plans shall be approved before soliciting proposals.



(v)  Approval of an acquisition plan does not constitute approval of any special conditions, or special clauses that may be required unless the plan so specifies, and the individual having approval authority is a signatory of the plan.  Contracting officer shall ensure all deviations are approved in accordance with the procedures described in FAR 1.4 and 1801.4.


(vi)  A single acquisition plan may be used for all phases of a phased acquisition provided the plan fully addresses each phase, and no significant changes occur after plan approval to invalidate the description of the phases.  If such significant changes do occur, the plan shall be amended and approved at the same level as the original plan.
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
