1822.5–Use of Project Labor Agreements for Construction Contracts
(NFS Case 2016-N018)
PURPOSE:  To add a new NASA FAR Supplement (NFS) subpart at 1822.5 titled “Use of Project Labor Agreement for Federal Construction Projects,” and incorporate the guidance from Procurement Information Circular (PIC) 10-10, “Use of Project Labor Agreements for Construction Contracts,” dated August 23, 2010, into NFS part 1822, Application of Labor Laws to Government Acquisitions.
BACKGROUND:  PIC 10-10 was signed in August 2010 to encourage Contracting Officers (COs) to consider use of Project Labor Agreements (PLAs) to the extent appropriate when acquiring large construction projects.  PIC 10-10 accompanied Federal Acquisition Circular (FAC) 2005-41 in implementing Executive Order 13502, “Use of Project Labor Agreements for Federal Construction Projects,” and the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) memorandum M-09-22, “Implementation of the President's Executive Order on Project Labor Agreements (PLAs),” dated July 10, 2009.  This action incorporates the guidance from PIC 10-10 into the NFS and cancels the PIC.
ACQUISITIONS AFFECTED BY CHANGES:  This revised policy is effective as of the date of publication of this PN and is applicable to all construction contracts that incorporate a PLA.
ACTION REQUIRED BY CONTRACTING OFFICERS:  Dissemination and compliance with this guidance.
PROVISION AND CLAUSE CHANGES:  None.
PART AFFECTED:  Part 1822.
PIC or PCD CHANGES:  PIC 10-10, Use of Project Labor Agreements for Construction Contracts, dated August 23, 2010, is canceled.
TYPE OF RULE AND PUBLICATION DATE:  These changes do not have a significant effect beyond the internal operating procedures of NASA and do not have a significant cost or administrative impact on contractors or offerors, and therefore do not require codification in the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) or publication for public comment.

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[Subpart 1822.5—Use of Project Labor Agreement for Federal Construction Projects

1822.504-70  Project Labor Agreement (PLA) Reports.

(a)  Center Procurement Officers or their designee shall notify via email the Agency Contractor Industrial Relations Officer (IRO) when any contract is awarded that incorporates a PLA.  The notice shall provide the following information:


(1)  Contract Number.


(2)  Dollar Value of the total contract award.


(3)  Product and Service Code describing the project.


(4)  Whether a PLA was required in the solicitation.

(b)  In accordance with OMB Memorandum M-09-22, the Headquarters Contractor IRO shall submit to OMB a quarterly report on NASA’s use of PLAs on February 1st, May 1st, August 1st and November 1st of each year.  This report shall include, for each PLA, items (a)(1) through (4) of this section plus a brief explanation of the considerations used in deciding that a PLA was appropriate for the project as well as the organizational level responsible for this decision.]
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
