PURPOSE:  This Procurement Notice (PN) revises NASA FAR Supplement (NFS) to remove references to NASA’s Grant and Cooperative Agreement Handbook, NASA Procedural Requirements (NPR) 5800.1, NASA Grant and Cooperative Agreement Handbook and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) Circulars A-21 for educational institutions and A-122 for nonprofit organizations as set forth in the final rule published in the Federal Register on June 24, 2016, and effective July 25, 2016.  In addition, the PN contains a change to NFS Part 1835 by removing non-regulatory section 1835.003 Policy that was not part of the final rule.
BACKGROUND:  This revision to the NFS was undertaken to remove references to grant and cooperative agreement policy and guidance from the NASA FAR Supplement, which supplements the FAR, because they do not pertain to the procurement of goods and services.  The FAR only contains guidance on contracts and no other funding agreements such as grants and cooperative agreements. 
ACQUISITIONS AFFECTED BY CHANGES:  This requirement is applicable to all solicitations issued and contracts awarded after the effective date of the final rule, July 25, 2016.
ACTION REQUIRED BY CONTRACTING OFFICERS:  Ensure compliance with the policy as set forth in this PN.
CLAUSE CHANGES:  1852.235-72 and NFS Clause Matrix.
PARTS AFFECTED:  Parts 1815, 1835, and 1852.

TYPE OF RULE AND PUBLICATION DATE:  The PN was published as a final rule in the Federal Register (81 FR 41238) on June 24, 2016.
