	What’s Happening:
	Effective immediately, the Web address for the Project Announcement Visibility Effort (PAVE) application and the way you login has changed.  

	Action Required:
	1. Update your bookmark.  The new URL is: https://pave.hq.nasa.gov.
1. New Login Process for PAVE Administrators: Users with an account who manage PAVE projects/announcements will be automatically logged into PAVE when connected to the HQ network. When not connected to the network and you attempt to access PAVE, you will be automatically redirected to Launchpad.  Enter your Agency User ID and Launchpad password. You will then be redirected to PAVE.
Note:  General users may access PAVE projects without an account (i.e., without logging in).

	Background:
	NASA's IT systems are undergoing a variety of changes designed to streamline and standardize sign-on procedures.  As such, many Agency applications have been integrated with Launchpad for authentication and password reset purposes.
NASA HQ continues to integrate HQ custom applications with Launchpad. This will allow you to login to “Launchpad Applications” with just one user name and password. 

	What to Expect:
	Over the coming months, all custom applications at HQ will be integrated with Launchpad.  Following this effort, users will be able to use their Smartcard to login to applications, and will have only one user name and password for all IT systems.
