Administrative rights granted as part of the current EP program at NASA HQ allow significant control of the computer, which can pose a potential security risk.  EPM software, such as Viewfinity, mitigates these risks and allows enrolled users to have many of the same privileges as EP – including installing software/printers, changing time settings, and running software that requires EP.  Viewfinity will eventually replace traditional EP for most users who require the capability.
