	[image: Jabber Icon]Cisco Jabber will be deployed to all HQ users as an upgrade to the current Cisco SoftPhone software. Jabber allows you to make and receive telephone calls anywhere you have an Internet connection using your NASA computer and your HQ extension (when connected to a non-NASA network, VPN is required).  Roll-out of Jabber will occur in a phased approach beginning July 27 and continue through mid-August.
Jabber is the first of several telecommunication upgrades coming to HQ.  Future upgrades are in the planning stages and will be communicated at a later date.
Note: This is a software upgrade; the physical desktop telephones will not be changing.

· There is a one-time login process for new users or those who have reset Jabber in order to address a problem.  This process is outlined in the Jabber user guides.
· Training is strongly encouraged, but not required. 
· Cisco Softphone will no longer be available beginning Friday evening, July 24.
